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Welcome

Welcome to Street Level Street Dance in Woodlesford.  We are very excited to be starting classes with you and hope they are a great success.  Kirstie is your teacher and will be your main point of contact. School Year 2010/11
The School generally runs on the same academic calendar as your local school, and usually has the same holidays.  However, there are 4 payment blocks (PB) of 10 weeks in each academic year. This is so fees are the same each time as opposed to school terms which can differ greatly and make budgeting a nightmare. Payment can be made either as cash (preferably in an envelope with name of pupil on the envelope), cheque (with name of pupil on reverse) or bank transfer (speak to Principal for details). There are further discounts available (see below under ‘Discounts’)

The fee for one class is paid on the first night. If you then wish to continue, the remainder of the fees for the 10 week PB are payable the following week including any discounts (see below). We will prepare a bill for your records.
Uniform

There is no set uniform as such.  We do ask that the students come in clean(ish) trainers and comfortable clothes, e.g. jogging bottoms, leggings, t-shirts.  No skirts or jeans please.  Hair, if long, should be tied back.  There is a school t-shirt, similar to that worn by your teachers, if you want one get in touch, but this is by no means compulsory.  Similarly, specific dance trainers can be purchased through the School if you wish to have them.
Discounts
a. ‘Tell a Friend’ - For every person you introduce to the school, you will receive 5% off your bill for your classes 2 PBs later (i.e. does not include exam costs, extra lessons, uniform etc). To qualify for the discount, the new person you introduce must stay with the school and pay their bill for the remainder of the PB they joined and the whole of the PB following. You will then receive the discount for the PB after that. For example if the new person joins during PB 1 (whether at the beginning, middle or end), stays and pays for that PB and PB 2, you will get 5% off your bill for PB 3. The best thing is that the 5% applies to every person you introduce. So if you introduce 20, you will get a PB FREE. The new pupil can attend any centre. Once the discount has started, it applies to every PB until the referral leaves the school so it not just a one off discount.
b. Younger Sibling - Younger brothers or sisters in the school receive a 10% discount off their fees.

c. Standing Order - We offer a 2.5% discount for paying fees monthly by standing order (must be 2 or more PBs).

d. Full Year - We offer a 5% discount if a full year’s fees are paid at the beginning of a School Year.
Exams

These lessons have been set up for pupils to have fun. For those of you who wish to take it a little more seriously, we do have exam sessions in place throughout the academic year.  Exams are not compulsory but are encouraged as we like you to have something concrete for your money.  Any pupil not wishing to take part in exams will not be treated any differently to those who do.  Street exams are generally team exams, although individual exams are also available if desired.  We will give you more information on this as we progress.  Exams taken are with the International Dance Teacher’s Association (IDTA).  These are mainly held in Centres where the other core dance subjects are taught as we have to adhere to the minimum entry requirements of the examining body.  
Shows/Performances
The School does get asked to perform at local galas, school fetes etc and we do put on our own productions.  Everybody is encouraged to be involved, but no-one is forced to perform if they don’t want to.  Again those who opt out of performing will not be treated any differently to those who do.  Performing is great fun and a super confidence builder.

Breakdancing
This class is a Street Dance class and not a breakdance class.  Head spinning and most of the tricks which you see on tv will not be covered in our lessons.  These take a huge amount of control and can be quite dangerous.
